We pray that you will enjoy God’s Word, God’s Spirit, and God’s People when you
meet with us to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ. Midweek Meetings are in two locations
(N. Holland and Allendale) and last about 60 minutes. Weekend Worship at our
location in Holland lasts about 90 minutes, but we’re certain you won’t be bored—
because of all the different and exciting things that are going on!

Weekend worship time begins with a, “Scripture Picture” session—a brief
time for the children to have the highlights of the Bible presented to them
in a visual and an understandable way. The children enjoy prayer and praise
with the adults until preaching time, when they are excused for children’s
ministries. We typically have an inspiring congregational recitation of a,
“Proclamation” which contains personalized passages from the Bible.
Scriptures are creatively shared when various leaders come forward for:
prayer requests and praise reports, receiving the offering, leading in praise,
and coordinating Communion. Our regular and guest speakers are dedicated
to proclaiming the Word interestingly, accurately and applicably.

We are vibrant in our prayers and praises. We are also careful to be
sensitive to the presence of the Lord and are therefore intentionally
non-ritualistic in our worship. The elements of our worship are not in any
particular order each week (commonly: prayer, praise, communion,
offering, preaching). We try not to rush whatever God seems to be blessing
at the moment. It is our hope that we will minister unto Him—and that He will
minister to us—in whatever ways seem appropriate at the time. We also
allow for the occasional operation of spiritual gifts, but only in a decent
and orderly manner (as described in 1 Corinthians, Chapters 12-14).

The atmosphere at all our meetings is casual and informal. Come as you
are! We have a friendly congregation and we’re sure you’ll find a warm
welcome. We start our Weekend Worship with food and fellowship. Our
music is contemporary and our praise is expressive. \We have communion
each week, and encourage our guests to partake if they are Christians and
so desire. We have a “no pressure” philosophy and are careful not to make
our guests feel obligated to pray aloud with us, give in the offering, respond
to the preaching, or participate in any way they may feel uncomfortable.

For many, this non-traditional, non-structured, non-predictable, Word and Spirit-
infused atmosphere is a spiritually refreshing experience. Often, people exclaim they
enjoyed a life-changing encounter with the resurrected Christ...and when they do,
our prayers are answered. If you are spiritually hungry and looking for a church—
where you can enjoy God’s Word, God’s Spirit, and God’s People—we may be the

church you are looking for!
